INFORMATION ABOUT SOLO REGISTRATIONS FOR 2010

a. Bands with more than 10 solo competitors may pay a bulk registration fee of $100 at the time of the band registration (Dec. 15) provided they submit the solo registration forms with the band registration forms. Bands not wishing to register their members this way, or who don’t have 10 solo competitors, can have the individuals sign up separately. 

b. Those with fewer than 10 soloists can still use the bulk form, and will pay $10 per soloist.

c.  The grading card fee WILL NOT apply to chanter and drum pad classes at Saskatchewan contests. If soloists travel outside province, they would need a card, and should use the form to apply. This would apply to chanter and drum pad events at any competitions in Manitoba or Alberta.
