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The Saskatchewan Pipe Band Association provides grants to encourage the development of special projects that further the development of pipe bands in Saskatchewan. This funding is targetted for projects that otherwise would not be able to be organized due to limited funding .

SPECIAL PROJECT FUNDING CRITERIA:
1. The special project sponsor or the special project itself must be a member of the Saskatchewan Pipe Band Association. 

2. Funding of up to a maximum of $500 may be available to any SPBA member who is planning a project to improve a band within the province.

3. Special projects should directly benefit Saskatchewan pipe bands and Saskatchewan Pipe Band Association members. Projects that compete with Saskatchewan Pipe Band Association programs, services, or activities are not eligble for funding.

4. The following are examples of possible projects eligible for special project funding:

a. Pipe band clinics & workshops

b. Joint community band workshops/concerts

c.   Weekend retreats

5. No special project funding will be made available or is allowed to be used for individual school or school division projects, personal services, the purchase of alcohol, or for travel to locations out-of-province, excepting when out-of-province travel involves returning instructors, clinicians, or adjudicators to their homes.

6. Special projects must to acknowledge the Saskatchewan Pipe Band Association and Saskatchewan Lotteries in all promotion. 

7. Applicants should attempt to schedule events on dates which do not conflict with other Saskatchewan Pipe Band Association funded activities if possible.

8. All special projects deemed eligible for funding will receive funding after the project upon submission of a final financial report and the submision of programs and promotion with SPBA and Lottery logos.

9. Due to limited funds available, Special Projects that realize a profit may not be eligible for funding.

10. Applications must be made by April 30th, 2011.
